16. Library-Toshokan

There are six libraries in Nagahama City, and anyone can use them for free.
If you make a library card, you can borrow or reserve books.

A library card can be issued to persons who live, work or attend school in Nagahama City or persons living in Maibara

City. (*Document which shows the address, location of working or school is required.)
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*All libraries are closed on the last Thursday to classify the books, etc.

*All libraries are closed from December 28" and January 4.

* Temporary closure may take place to sort out and arrange books in order. (Approx. 5 days a year)

*The library card can be used at Kinomoto Machizukuri Center library, Yogo Machizukuri Center Library Corner and

Nishiazai Machizukuri Center library.
